Casper College requirements:

In order to graduate, students must successfully complete a minimum of 60 approved credit hours, with 15 of the last 30 semester hours
completed as a degree-seeking student at'Casper College, and with a grade point average of 2.0 or higher in those courses counted toward
graduation. * Students must earn at least 24 of the semester credits applied toward graduation through the completion of Casper College
coursework, including at least six (6) hours with the desired major. * Only courses numbered 1000 or above can be used toward the
degree.

University of Wyoming requirements:

Students must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 to graduate. ® Students must complete 42 hours of upper division (3000-level or
above) coursework, 30 of which must be from the University of Wyoming. ® Courses must be taken for a letter grade unless offered
only for S/U.

UW College of Education requirements:

* All students must pass an initial criminal background check prior to full admission to the College of Education. Any costs associated
with the background check are the responsibility of the student. A second background check is included as part of the state application for
the Wyoming Substitute Teaching Permit, which is required for admission to Phase Il of UW's teacher education program. Criminal

background checks are standard for the profession.

* All professional Education courses must be passed with grades of C of higher. Grades of C- will not satisfy this requirement.
